THE PERSECUTED CHURCH (1)

In this “Up Front” series we look at some of the issues which the Connect Groups
were considering, and praying about, at their meetings this year.

There are two main organisations which highlight the persecution of the Christian
Church throughout the world — Open Doors and Release International.

According to Open Doors, in 2023 at least 360 million Christians experienced
“high levels of persecution and discrimination”, 20 million higher than 2022.
The group also estimated that the number of Christians killed for their faith rose to
5,898 in 2023, up from 4,761 in 2021.

In Scotland it can be difficult to envisage some of the threats our fellow brothers
and sisters in Christ live with, often on a daily basis. However, there are some
signs that life is becoming more difficult for Christians in Scotland/UK.

Open Doors and Release International strive to raise awareness of persecution,
seek financial donations, encourage prayer support, and establish projects
which help Christians where they are persecuted.
